Scrape 

and power spray as needed or otherwise prepare the surface and 

spray/roll on a high-quality silicone with emphasis on pipe/vent 

protrusions. 

Note: Please try to address transition from roof to awning where 

water now backs up and leaks down the side of the house. 

A 2 Appliances: 

Replace the electric cooktop and kitchen hood. 

a. Cooktop: replace like for like as possible for size.  The allowance 

for this product is $800.00.
