Habitat for Humanity is all about community. We’re here to serve the community – and we can’t build without our 
community. Now more than ever, we need to rally our community as we face a crisis like none we’ve ever seen. It’s a 
crisis that calls on us to shelter at home, and it reminds us just how important home is. So, even as we’re apart, it’s 
critical that we bring everyone into this community to gather in spirit, and work together to bring more families home. 

This easy-to-use toolkit will help you share the story of Habitat’s work – and the key role you’re playing as part of our 
Women’s Leadership Build – with friends and family, and invite them to build alongside you! 

New to Fundraising? 
There’s no need to be intimidated by fundraising. We’re here to offer support, whether you use these simple tips and 
tricks, customizable sharing tools, additional resources – or just need some encouragement!  

Let’s get you started!  

The Virtual Women’s Leadership Build offers your friends and family two ways to get involved: 

1. Join the Virtual Build! By signing up, they get access to six immersive episodes that tell the Habitat story 
– and how they can be a part of it – delivered right to their inboxes.  

2. Donate! Our goal of $200,000 will help us complete the homes at Central Commons. A gift of any size 
will bring 19 more families closer to home. 

Steps to Sharing 
1. Find the right people – You don’t have to ask everyone you know; just think about those who will 

embrace supporting you and your passion for Habitat for Humanity. Those are the people to focus on! 
2. Set a goal – Whether that’s $50 or $500, having a goal gives you something to aim for and helps your 

friends and family get you there! Asking your circle of supporters to contribute toward a goal shows 
them that every dollar counts and reminds them that they’re making a tangible difference.  

3. Share – Whether through email or social media, share your story and ways your friends and family can 
support you. Make sure to keep your network updated on your progress toward your goal. Here are 
some ideas for what to share:  

• “Join me” – have your friends and family join the Virtual Build series alongside you by signing up

• Share your favorite episode – If you’re signed up for our Virtual Build episodes, then you’ll 
receive emailed videos that offer a firsthand look at the difference you’re making with Habitat.
